The Cleveland-based accounting firm with offices 
throughout Ohio has a formalized networking program that requires each staff person to 
accumulate a certain number of points monthly based upon their level. The company also 
celebrated unique national holidays like National Dress Your Pet Day, National Popcorn, 
and National Peanut Butter & Jelly Day to boost employee morale.

The Best Employers in Ohio awards program is designed to identify, recognize and honor 
the best places of employment in Ohio. To be considered for participation, companies 
had to fulfill the following eligibility requirements: 
- Have at least 25 employees in Ohio; 
- Be a for-profit or not-for-profit business; 
- Be a publicly or privately held business; 
- Have a facility in Ohio. 
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Companies from across the state entered the two-part process to determine the Best 
Employers in Ohio. The first part consisted of evaluating each nominated companyís 
workplace policies, practices, philosophy, systems and demographics. 
 
This part of the process was worth approximately 35 percent of the total evaluation. The 
second part consisted of an employee survey to measure the employee experience. This 
part of the process was worth approximately 65 percent of the total evaluation. The 
combined scores determined the top companies and the final ranking. Best Companies 
Group managed the overall registration and survey process in Ohio with assistance from 
ModernThink LLC, who analyzed the data and used their expertise to determine the final 
rankings.
